Three for Me Volunteer Opportunities

Below is a description of the volunteer opportunities at Poplin Elementary. Please return the Volunteer Promise Form with your eldest elementary child to their teacher. You only need to fill out one form for all your children. You will be contacted concerning the programs you are interested in by the chairperson, closer to the date of the program or event. HELPING IN THE CLASSROOM or HELPING FROM HOME: Please ask your child’s teacher what they need from volunteers. Teachers may need volunteers to read to children, listen to children read, help with projects, making copies, and classroom parties, etc. If you check this volunteer opportunity, your name and contact information will be given to the teachers for direct contact. 
ROOM PARENT (Helping in the Classroom):  Works to help teacher in any way needed.  Communicates with the other parents in the classroom to pass on information and gather needed supplies for the classroom.  Works with the teacher to plan and organize events. Works to find volunteers for other PTA activities as needed.  This position is not one where the Room Parent has to do everything… you just have to coordinate/find others from your classroom to volunteer.   
FIELD TRIP CHAPERONE:  Volunteers are needed to accompany teachers on educational opportunities off of school property.

GRANT WRITING: This is a huge need. Anyone with grant writing experience or who is willing to learn is needed to research, write and follow up on grants. This takes a strong commitment because the follow up for many grants is crucial. 
PTA MEETINGS: The Poplin PTA meets monthly, generally on the second Tuesday of the month. 

SCHOLASTIC BOOK FAIR: The book fair is held twice each school year, in the winter and spring. Volunteers are needed for set up and tear down and to cover hours during the school day. 
LIBRARY: Volunteers are needed to commit to learning how to properly check in books and shelf them and use the card catalogue online system.   

FALL SCHOOL FUNDRAISER: Volunteers are needed to help during the Back to School Boogie for Bucks.   
SPRING FESTIVAL:  One of our largest and most successful events!  We need many, many, many volunteers to organize this event!  We need volunteers to collect donations, organize the games and prizes, organize and recruit volunteers for the festival, handle the communication around the festival, and MUCH, MUCH more!
HOLIDAY SNOWFLAKE SHOP: Volunteers are needed for set up and take down. Adults to help children shop during school hours are also needed. 
STAFF APPRECIATION WEEK: Volunteers plan a luncheon and small gifts for teachers and support staff. Donation of food items for the luncheon counts as volunteer hours also. 

FAMILY NIGHTS/SCHOOL DANCES: Volunteers are needed for these PTA sponsored events: Mother/Son Event, Father/Daughter Event, BINGO, Coffee/Reading Night, St. Jude’s Math-A-Thon, Fill Your Stocking with Literacy Night, dances, etc.. Duties may include planning events, accepting donated admissions, serving refreshments, decorating, etc. 

DINNER CLUB/RESTAURANT NIGHTS: Volunteers are needed to secure, organize plan and advertise restaurant nights, explain procedures to families to ensure that Poplin receives credit for their purchases and awards prizes to attendees. 

PICTURE DAYS: Volunteers are needed to escort students to the photographer and help students with hair, clothes, etc. 

JOIN YOUR CHILD FOR LUNCH: Parents are encouraged to have lunch with their children. The office can let you know what time your child’s class goes to lunch. Adult lunches may be purchased from the cafeteria. 
OFFICE HELP: Helping with copying, folding, stapling, answering phones, stuffing envelopes, etc.   

ART ROOM:  Mrs. Harlow may need parent volunteers in the art room for help with student projects or hanging up art work in the hallway after school. Artistic talent is not necessary, just the desire to help is needed. 
FIELD DAY HELPER:  Ms. Jobe will need parent volunteers during field day to set up, assist with stations, and clean up.

CAMPBELL SOUP LABELS/BOXTOPS: Volunteers help collect and cut out labels to send in for rewards points and cash. 

PTA MEMBERSHIP DRIVE: Volunteers help the committee run the membership drive each fall. This may include coming up with creative ways to encourage families to join the PTA. 

YEARBOOK:  Volunteers help committee take pictures for the yearbook, write stories to be included in the yearbook and promote sales of the yearbook. 
MENTORING: Volunteers are paired with Poplin students and meet on a weekly basis for mentoring in various subject areas. 

WONDERFUL WEDNESDAY LUNCH RELIEF: Volunteers are needed in the cafeteria to watch students, once every other month, while teachers enjoy a duty free lunch. 

SPIRIT WEAR: Volunteers help take orders for Poplin t-shirts, sweatshirts, etc and help distribute items when they arrive.

GREEN COMMITTEE: Volunteers work on various projects to encourage reducing, reusing and recycling efforts in our school. Volunteers are needed to research and implement rewards programs that can benefit Poplin Elementary.  Ex. Coke Rewards, Lunchables Recycling, Capri Sun Recycling, Frito Lay Recycling, Terracycle (recycling empty glue sticks), aluminum cans, paper, etc.  Checking into God Bless the USA, Inc. to handle our recycling efforts for free and using their RecycleBank.com program to return funds directly to our school for recycled items.  Checking into Harris Teeter’s We Think Green Contest.
5TH GRADE EVENTS:  Volunteers are need to assist with the 5th Grade Dance and 5th Grade Promotion.  Duties may include planning events, coordinating donations, serving refreshments, decorating, etc. 

EOG PROCTORS:  Volunteers are needed in each 3rd, 4th, and 5th grade classroom to monitor students during EOG testing.  Volunteers will need to be able to attend EOG Proctor Training and Proctor in classrooms for 2.5 to 3.5 hours a day.  You may volunteer for as many days as you are willing and able during the week of EOG testing in May 2012.

GLOBALIZATION: Volunteers are needed to share their family heritage.  You may be from another country or have lived or visited another country.  We would love for you to share clothing, music, dancing, food, geography, money, flags, language, etc. from that country with our Poplin students.
OCCUPATION:  Volunteers are needed to share their occupations.  Your occupation may be able help the PTA with family nights or donations (Ex. Restaurant owners, grocery store cashiers, small businesses, etc).  Your occupation may be something you can share with our students (Ex.  Firefighter, police officer, author, doctor, nurse, attorney, etc.)  Think of ways you and your occupation can benefit Poplin!!
ADVOCACY COMMITTEE:  Volunteers who really love politics are needed.  Your duty is to support and speak up for children – in schools, in communities, and before government bodies and other organizations that make decisions affecting children.  Duties may include staying up to date on current events concerning education, keeping Poplin parents and staff informed of educational issues, and helping members contact public officials to support or oppose an issue.
